the Earth”. Foundation Zeezigt . Netherlands .

Em 2011 participou da “1st Edition Contemporaneo Art Biennial Opening.Paris 2011”, Espace Beauropaire, onde
recebeu premiacao “mencao honrosa” (pintura abstrata), e ainda nesse ano participou no Museu Metropolitano de
Buenos Aires de uma coletiva onde recebeu o prémio “Trofeu Leonardo da Vinci”.

Em 2012 realizou sua 1. exposicao individual internacional,”Tangences” na Galerie Ricardo Fernandes (Paris) e
ainda nesse ano teve um trabalho incorporado ao acérvo da colecao “Novas Aquisicdes Gilberto Chateaubriand “no

MAM RJ, posteriormente participou da mostra do biénio no préprio MAM .

Vivendo e convivendo na arte esses Ultimos 30 anos, seus trabalhos buscaram referéncias em varios artistas,
entre éles, Barnett Newman, Mark Rothko, Sean Scully e outros.

Shortly thereafter, he qualified to participate in the following year of his first collective international exhibition:

"2000 Reasons to Love the Earth". Foundation Zeezigt. Netherlands.

In 2011 he participated in the "1st Edition Contemporaneo Art Biennial Opening.Paris 2011", Espace Beauropaire, where he
received an "honorable mention" award (abstract painting). In the same year, he participated in the Metropolitan Museum of
Buenos Aires of a collective where he received the "Leonardo da Vinci Trophy”.

In 2012, he held his first international exhibition "Tangences", at the Galerie Ricardo Fernandes (Paris), and later that
year he had a work incorporated in the collection of the "New Acquisitions Gilberto Chateaubriand" at the MAM Rio de Janeiro
(Museum of Modern Art). Subsequently, he participated in the show of the biennium in the MAM itself

Living with and surrounding himself with art over the last 30 years, his works have sought references from artists such
as Barnett Newman, Mark Rothko, Sean Scully, and others. According to José Maria Dias da Cruz,

he is a Colorist Artist, thinking about color disruptions, image winding, and always passing through the evergreen gray.
